3) The main topics of discussion were regarding the goals or vision for this group and a possible new name.
a) Possible goals or purposes of this group:
i) To spread the gospel and facilitate outreach. 
ii) To encourage one another

iv) Create educational opportunities, especially for mission training. This training could be used to teach youth as well.

b) Ideas regarding the vision:
i) The principle behind this group comes from the great commission in Matthew 28:19-20, “go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you.”  
ii) Our desire is to establish and nourish local, indigenous, self-supporting churches throughout the world. 
iii) We also seek to provide mission activities for locally autonomous congregations to provide opportunities for member involvement with congregations from other countries with the goal of spiritual growth.
c) Possible structure:
i) Form local groups that would meet monthly. The international group could meet less frequently, perhaps quarterly.
ii) Email communication between meetings.
d) Possible Name:
i) It was discussed that the name should be global or universal and that a name creates structure. That it may be prudent to not include “Sabbath” or “Seventh-day” in the title as this may infer an agenda or confuse us with the Seventh-day Adventists.
